American Authenticity Guidelines
General: 
American Forces in the "Fight along the Roer" event will be representing men from the 29th Infantry Division in the winter of 1945. During this time the division was in almost constant combat for months, and this was taking a obvious toll on the men of the "Blue and Grey" division. Participants are encouraged to look sloppy, and with a few days scruff on their faces. the men have been engaged in the advance towards Julich, Germany for several days. 
Insignia:
For this scenario were are asking that all personnel wear the 29th division insignia (please only WWII vintage patches or quality reproductions) or go "slick sleeved". All units will be representing the 29th Division. This is for historical purposes only, and not to be viewed as a insult to the group you commonly represent. It is optional for participants to paint the 29th division emblem on the helmet (but is encouraged, as it was common in the division.) Insignias should be roughly 1.5"-2" in diameter. It is optional for Officers and NCOs to paint the Invasion stripe on the rear of the helmet, but is also encouraged. 
Helmets:
M1 steel helmets with "fixed bail" chinstrap attachments are highly encouraged. "flex bale" shells are also acceptable, as long as they are front seam variety. Chinstraps should be the sew-on variety in Khaki canvas, with either steel or brass buckles. "T-1" chinstrap pressure buckles are not allowed! Helmets should be painted in the proper O.D. paint, and should not have any insignias painted on unless those stated in the insignia section of the guidelines. G.I. issue helmet nets and vehicle (wide) nets are acceptable. Please refrain from using post-war British nets and wartime "three-color" nets. Helmet Scrim is NOT to be used. 
Headgear:
HBT short bill caps, "Jeep" caps, and O.D. Garrison "cunt" caps (with or without blue infantry piping) are acceptable. If a Original article cannot be utilized, please substitute a quality reproduction. 
Shirts/Trousers, ect.:
M-37 "mustard" shirts and trousers will be the mainstay for this event (original articles or quality reproduction). NO HBT uniform items are to be used with the exception of the HBT caps. British made (reverse lend-lease) Trousers and shirts made for U.S. forces are acceptable if obtainable, as these were issued to some members of the 29th while they were stationed in Wales. Officer Impressions have the option of wearing private purchase officer wool shirt and trousers or enlisted. M-43 field over trousers are authorized and encouraged to be worn. Tanker bibs may be worn in limited numbers, as some period photographs from this time period show them being worn. GI Sweater vests, Red cross pattern sweaters, and M-43 "5- button" sweaters are authorized... Modern 5-buttons sweaters are NOT ALLOWED! 
Undergarments:
G.I. T-shirts (now known as "TANK TOPS") are the only approved undershirt for this event (with the exception of GI Long underwear tops if needed for warmth) White T-shirts and Tank tops are not to be worn NO EXCEPTIONS! Green T-shirts were only issued to the U.S.M.C. during WWII, and therefore are also deemed unacceptable. Period long underwear is encouraged. 
Field jackets:
The basic combat jacket is the M-1943 field jacket. Original articles and quality reproductions are allowed. Jackets should have either the 29th Division insignia sewn on, or "slick-sleeved". The M-1941 is acceptable to wear, and is mostly appropriate for those wishing to look the part of a "old salt" in the 29th. Tanker jackets are acceptable for wear in only limited numbers as well. Veteran accounts and photographs document these being worn mostly by NCOs and Officers. 
Footwear:
G.I. M-1943 combat boots "Double buckles" are the recommended footwear,  Low quarter "smooth out" and "rough out" low quarters are acceptable, as well as the British made version of the G.I. Cap-toe boot. Leggings of either the 12 or 8 eyelet variety are acceptable. Showpacs are allowed. Overshoes are allowed is they are the proper wartime felt and rubber variety. Modern surplus or "store bought" rubber overshoes are not allowed... NO EXCEPTIONS! Paratrooper boots are UNACCEPTABLE! 
Winter gear:
Overcoats are highly recommended. Mackinaws are authorized as a second choice. Scarves should either be military, red cross, or civilian period pattern. Modern US army issue scarves are NOT allowed! 
Eyewear, jewelry, ect.:
Period frames or only authentic reproductions are acceptable for the event! Please do not plan on wearing modern frames and expect to pass inspection! Please plan in advance! 
Modern jewelry should not be worn, or well hidden. Signet and wedding bands are acceptable regardless of style. Please NO body jewelry! Only Period or reproduction watches should be worn. 
Equipment:
M-1923 cartridge belts, M-1928 packs, M-1910 or M-1942 First aid packets are the recommended gear for Enlisted riflemen and NCOs. Canvas should be of Khaki material .If a Khaki Item cannot be obtained, OD gear can be used... in Limited numbers. B.A.R. belts are to be worn by BAR gunners and assistants. NCOs and Officers (carrying M1 Carbines or SMGs) are authorized to wear The M-36 pistol belt (with associated gear for the weapon being carried) , suspenders and mussette bag if they wish. Enlisted personnel may wear M-36 suspenders in limited numbers. M-3 lightweight gas mask bags are encouraged to be used as haversacks. G.P. bags in the khaki, or khaki/OD variation are acceptable. Compasses should be worn by Officers, NCOs, squad leaders, and weapons crews. Map cases are for use only by Officers, and Platoon sergeants. British made versions of GI webbing is encouraged to be used , as issuance was widespread through the 29th division, and other divisions involved in the Normandy campaign. Original items are highly encouraged, but well made reproductions will suffice if original articles are unavailable.   
Entrenching tools:
It has been said that during the Normandy Campaign that the shovel was more vital than a rifle! Plan on bring a SERVICEABLE entrenching tool. All variations are acceptable "T-handle" M-1910, M-1943 folding shovel, and M-1910 Pick Mattock. Once again Khaki covers are encouraged. EXPECT ORDERS TO DIG IN!!! 
Raingear: 
Acceptable raingear includes the Model 1938 and 1940 Raincoat (either wartime manufacture or quality reproduction). Ponchos are also acceptable but should be of the WWII pattern (without hood) 
Weapons:
The M1 rifle is the mainstay of the Allied riflemen for our event. M1s should attempt to resemble their WWII counterparts in every way possible. Milled trigger guards and "lock-bar" sights should be a few of the features on your M1. However, if this is un-obtainable, a post-WWII, or arsenal refinished M1 is acceptable. 
M1 Carbines should have the early "flip sight", and should not have a bayonet lug. Carbines with either one of these features is NOT allowed! Carbines should only be carried by Officers, weapons crew members, and few NCOs. Those with carbines should carry a M-3 trench knife in either a fiber M-8 (Only the M8, without metal tip) or quality reproduction M-6 scabbard. a PAL-36, Cataraugus, or EK hunting/fighting knife is also acceptable. 
B.A.R.s- are encouraged, each squad should have one, so please bring them if you have one. 
Sub Machine Guns-  The only acceptable sub-machine gun for the event is the Thompson, either Model 28A1 or the M1. If used these should have the proper length barrel, horizontal fore grip, and finish. Those with thompsons should either have a "5-cell" magazine pouch, or the shoulder bag. Those with Thompsons should carry a M-3 trench knife in either a fiber M-8 (Only the M8, without metal tip) or quality reproduction M-6 scabbard. a PAL-36, Cataraugus, or EK hunting/fighting knife is also acceptable. The M-3 "Grease Gun" is also allowed to be used, If it is of the WWII variety. 
Pistols- Are only to be carried by Officers, and members of weapons crews only! NO EXCEPTIONS! If a pistol is worn, it must be worn with the M-1916 hip holster. 
Captured weapons- Photographic evidence shows some 29ers using captured weapons at this time, mostly German submachine guns. MP-40 and MP-44 variants are allowed. But the user must also have in his possession his GI Issue weapon at all times!   
Tentage, Blankets, ect.:
Carry only what you need, and carry what you need for a night's stay out on the line. 
Rations:
Rations are not included in the price of registration, so please plan accordingly! reproduction rations are encouraged (C, K, and D rations). Period foodstuffs in appropriate period wrappings are also encouraged. 
Notes: 
- Please make sure you are familiar with GI hand signals, commands, and tactics. 
- Proper military courtesies will be given to those of rank. 
- Expect to follow orders, and live the life of a soldier in the year 1945. 
- Carry only what you can on your back! Prepare your kits accordingly! 
- Please smoke either unfiltered cigarettes, cigars, or even best: a pipe! 
- Please keep conversations period 1945 to the best of your abilities to heighten the experiences of others! 
- Please refrain from bringing other modern devices (such as Cell phones) into the field! 
- Bring some Toilet paper with you! There are no Toilet facilities on site! Plan on squating over the latrine pit!
- It will be COLD! Please plan ahead! Be sure to have appropriate period correct winter weight underwear, extra socks, properly dubbed footwear, ect. Be sure to use the G.I. principle of layering!
